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This degree is a planned sequence of instruction consisting of 73 credit hours in the following areas: 20 credit hours of
General Education Requirements, 12 credit hours of Emergency Medical Technician (EMT) Requirements, 34 credit hours of
Paramedic Requirements, and 7 credit hours of Electives.

The Associate in Science Degree in Emergency Medical Services Technology consists of three sequential components.
Successful completion of each component will fulfill requirements for the affiliated Florida State certification. Students
must first be certified as an EMT before pursuing Paramedic certification.

and acceptance into the program by the College EMS department.
