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This Program is a planned sequence of instruction consisting of 70 credit hours that includes 20 General
Education credits and 50 Health Information Technology Core credits. The program can be completed in 5
semesters by students with college level placement. Students will progress through the program as a
group/cohort and courses must be taken in sequence. Most Health Information Technology Core courses are
only offered one time per academic year. After acceptance to the program and before enrollment in the
internship courses, students must complete a physical evaluation with a healthcare provider and provide
documentation of immunizations, TB screening, and personal health insurance. Students must be Basic Life
Support Certified.
